BLVD's dance-infected rock sound is garnering a devoted fan base across the US and abroad. Fresh off a tour of Fiji and Australia, BLVD returned home to a sold out show at The Independent in San Francisco this past February. In late 2009, they wrapped up recording their 5th studio album, Return to Center, with critically-acclaimed producer Jeff Saltzman (The Killers, Fischerspooner, The Black Keys) which hits the streets this summer.  BLVD will continue their touring blitz this summer after last summer’s performances at Shambhala Music Festival in British Columbia, Earthdance, Summer Meltdown, Camp Bisco and the Do Lab's Coachella Festival installation.

Not lending itself to typical classification, BLVD's sound is a unique representation of our current musical landscape.
